November 

•Each Federal Agency prepares a Budget 
Justification for the coming Fiscal Year 

February 

•President's Budget Submitted to 
Congress the first week of February 

May 

•House and Senate Budget Committees 
propose budget resolutions 

•House and Senate vote on the Budget 
Committee's Budget Resolution 

•Joint Budget Conference Committee reports 
out the Concurrent Resolution on the 
Budget 

July 

•House and Senate Appropriations 
Committees divide the budget 
resolution into  12 subcommittees 

•House and Senate Appropriations 
Committees reports appropriations 
measures 

July 

•House and Senate each vote on the 12 
separate appropriation bills and iron out 
any diffrences in conference.  The 
Senate and House vote again on the 
Conference Report. 

September 

•President signs the 12 appropriation 
bills 

October 

•October 1, the beginning of the Federal 
Fiscal Year
